Course Description 
This course is designed to encourage new educators to embody professionalism, develop a strong teacher identity, and 
define the core motivation behind their teaching practice. Teachers will reflect on their identity and purpose, analyze 
real-world examples, and create action plans. This process demonstrates how self-awareness and professional conduct 
lead to impactful student success and personal growth. 
 
Course Objectives 

1.​ Analyze the role of professionalism in teaching by identifying key behaviors to establish credibility, build 
relationships, and uphold a positive school culture. 

2.​ Refine their teacher identity by reflecting on values, experiences, and teaching philosophy to align their practice 
with their core beliefs. 

3.​ Articulate their “why” for becoming an educator by exploring sources of motivation, examining real-world 
examples, and identifying strategies to stay connected to their purpose. 

4.​ Apply principles of professionalism, teacher identity, and purpose by creating a classroom activity, goal, or artifact 
that reflects their learning and personal teaching approach.
